Understanding student behaviour is essential in helping students to experience success in the classroom and 

beyond. As teachers, we play a pivotal role in helping students to learn new behaviours or alter current 
behaviours to increase their capacity to learn, socialise and experience success in their daily lives.  A key 
strategy used by schools is a Behaviour Management Plan (BMP), however these are only effective when 

they are written with specific goals and strategies and provide information about how to teach, understand 
and manage specific behaviours.  In order to support students, we need to understand that all behaviour is a 

form of communication and school BMPs need to reflect this in order to better meet their needs. This 
workshop is suited to primary and secondary teachers, school leaders and those in a pastoral role working to 

support and teach students needing support for behaviour concerns.
